hen VE day came, e “ferc in and near a little German village called
Hankensbuttel. A fer days later we moved south to a large area in the
Harz mountains, This area is south of Braunschweig and rest of Magdeburg
and north or Nordhausen. During ocur stay in this area ve Were charged
with the Military Governing and had a series of roadblocks at strategic
locations. Our duties ere not so rigorous that we didn't have plenty of
opportunity for play. The battalion boseball league started up again, we
had shooting competition and the hunting and fishing was good. Passes
were very liberal and men “rere able to go to Paris, the Riviera, England
and to the Division Rest Center in the Bavarian Alps.

The first group of men fere sent back to the States on rotation, TYou
remember most of them, Capt., Vilarde and S/Sgt Nelson from the lledic ;
S/Sgt Ed Johnson and Corp "lailman" Zelinskie from Hq.; Pfcs Ryan and

e Svmnner from Service; First Sgt "Tiny" Carter (itho is now married) from
Able; Sgts. Naylor and Zachek from Baker; S/Sgt Phillips and Sgbt Cagle
from Charlie; and First Sgt liartin (also, now married) and Sgt Turner from
Dog, ; 2

Because this was Russian occupation territory, it as necessary that
we move, About the first of July e moved into an area near Eschwege,
about 80 miles southwest of our former locaticn, Tt is not as nice a
location as our place in the mountains, but it is nct too bad, We have
no ifilitary Government duties, so Wt have started some schools, ™e have
German language classes, photography, Woodworking, machine shop work and
forestry., All of these classes are voluntary. In the afternoons we still
play baseball, volleyball and go swimming.

llost of the officers and men who have under 85 points have been trans-
ferred to other units out of the division and we have received others in
thei. place. e now have a new adjutant, ilajor William llartin, who came
to us from the 3rd Armored.

Because of all of the recent changes of address, it is necessary that
we mail most of these letters to your home. ‘Trite to us and give us your
latest army address so we will be able to kecp up with you better., Just
address your letter to the Commanding Officer, 10th Tank Bn.
